GEMS BUILDING

Award-winning Building of the Graduate Entry
Medical School at UL Launched by Minister for
Finance.

Minister for Finance, Michael Noonan TD, officially
launched the award winning Graduate Entry Medical
School at the University of Limerick in 2014.

The building which opened its doors in late 2012
was designed by Grafton Architects, and was winner
of RIBA 2013 EU Award and a finalist in the highly
prestigious RIBA Stirling Prize.

A 4,000 sq.m. facility, the building houses 12 Problem-
Based Learning teaching rooms, a 150-seat lecture
theatre, two 60-seater seminar rooms, 75 IT work
stations, eight clinical skills laboratories, two anatomical
skills laboratories, an area dedicated to research and a
cafeteria. The labs are equipped with a state-of-the-art
AV system, which allows students to record themselves
performing procedural or physical exam skills.

The €15million project was funded by the Department
of Education & Skills, the Higher Education
Authority and supported by the University of Limerick
Foundation.

Established in 2007, the University of Limerick,
Graduate Entry Medical School is the first graduate
entry programme in Ireland.

The UL Graduate Entry Medical School offers a four-
year medical degree programme open to graduates from
any discipline. It has a highly innovative curriculum
that aims to produce doctors who are well equipped to
meet the existing and emerging needs of Irish society.

On the 25th of September 2014 the Minister for Education and Skills, Jan O’Sullivan TD, launched
‘Broadening Horizons’, University of Limerick’s new Strategic Plan for 2015 to 2019.

The plan is an important statement of intent for UL. The title, ‘Broadening Horizons’, reflects our ambition as an outward
facing, high achieving centre of excellence in teaching and research.

‘Broadening Horizons” was the result of months of hard work and widespread consultation with many individuals in
departments, divisions and faculties across the University and with members of the University’s external communities.

It is a roadmap for excellence, achievement and international recognition.

The Strategy is built around 3 distinct themes: @
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These principles will guide UL in achieving ambitious five-year targets that include:

Increasing the percentage of postgraduate and doctoral students to 30% of the student body by
2019.

Fully realising the €224 million Capital Development Plan.

Plans for an enhanced Limerick City Centre presence.

Achieving a 60% increase in international full-degree students, a 12% increase in US study
abroad students and a 30% increase in outward student mobility with over a fifth of UL students

spending at least one semester abroad.

Major increases in the quality and quantity of research outputs, with a 50% increase in citation
impact of publications.

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CAPITAL DEVELOPMENT PLAN
2014 - 2013

Central to the University’s Strategic Plan is the Capital Development Plan. With a budget of €224
million and an ambitious range of projects, ULs Capital Development Plan is a bold statement of intent.
The budget, bolstered by a €100 million loan from the European Investment Bank, will allow for the
construction of 12 infrastructural developments on the University’s north and south campus as well as a
new Clinical Education Research building on the site of the University Hospital Limerick.

The Capital Development Plan has a number of exciting elements:

The Glucksman Library Phase 2

This project will double the size of the current library facility with a dedicated climate-controlled Special Collections
Unit.

The €10 million funding for this expansion came about as a result of a sustained campaign of lobbying by
UL authorities and aided by the UL Students’ Union Sabbatical Team. ULSU presented a letter to Deputy Jan
0’Sullivan, Minister for Education, asking for her support to secure Government funding for the UL Library
extension in the upcoming Budget. A letter campaign was supported by the Student Council where UL students
signed letters sent to their local TDs asking for lobbying support for fund allocation.

The library extension is due to be finished by the end of 2018.

Centre

The Clinical Education and Research Centre
will be built on the site of University Hospital
Limerick. It will house existing undergraduate and
postgraduate educational and research facilities
in one 3,000 square metre building, adjacent to
the Children’s Ark and Acute Care building. The
building will also host the UL Health Research
Institute (HRI). The contracts for building the
€13m Clinical Education and Research Centre
were recently signed with Messrs Sisk; jointly

funded by UL and the HSE.

Other highlights of the Capital Development Plan over the next five years include:
> A purpose-built Team Training Centre for the Munster Rugby Team.
A second 25m pool incorporating a diving pool as part of an extension to the University Arena.

A pitch development project. This will see the development of six state-of-the-art flood lit grass
training pitches.

The Bernal Building, currently under construction, will further strengthen the University’'s
Science Zone.

The Materials and Surface Science Institute Phase 2. This is a 2,750 m? extension which is
currently under construction.

A new student centre building. This will include meeting rooms, social areas, Students’ Union
facilities, shops, cinema, concert facilities and a Visitor Centre incorporating the University
reception and offices.

Limerick Smarter Travel Project

Enhancing campus life is an important aim of the
Broadening Horizons Strategic Plan and the UL
Smarter Travel Scheme contributes greatly to this.
The aim of the scheme is to promote sustainable
travel patterns among staff and students by
encouraging walking, cycling, taking the bus and
car sharing.

The Limerick Smarter Travel project will upgrade
the walkway from Corbally to Plassey. The
project supports ULs Smarter Travel Scheme and
will provide greater connectivity with Limerick
City. The current towpath will be upgraded and
widened, with three new footbridges constructed
and the existing bridge upgraded. Ducting, new
public lighting, signage and CCTV will also
be installed along the route. The new walking
and cycling surface will wind around trees and
historic structures, thus reducing the impact
of development on the bank and promoting
universal accessibility to the area. It will follow the
path along the River Shannon to the Boat House
in Plassey and at the entrance to the grounds of
the University will join with existing walking and
cycling paths on the campus grounds.

The Analog Devices Building

In June, the newly-constructed innovative science
and engineering building was named the Analog
Devices Building. This name was given in honour
of US-headquartered semiconductor company,
Analog Devices (ADI), following a major gift by
the company to the UL Foundation.

The building was constructed as part of the
ground-breaking Bernal Project which involves
the recruitment of 10 world-leading professors, a
start-up seed fund to support their teaching and
research activity, as well as construction of this new
advanced research building. Of the €54 million
project, 30% of the cost is being met by State
contributions and University funding with the
remaining 70% being funded philanthropically,
including €2 million from ADI for the research
building. ADI has a long and close history with UL
and has supported many of the UL Foundation’s
initiatives over the years.

AWARDS

Sunday Times University of the Year 2015

University of Limerick was named ‘University of the Year 2015 in the Sunday Times
Good University Guide. The University’s leading position in graduate employability,
our strong research commercialisation track record, the €52million Bernal Project in
science and engineering and a rising academic performance are among the reasons
why UL was chosen for this award.

Athena Swan Bronze Award

UL was one of the first universities in Ireland to accept the Bronze Athena Swan
award. This initiative is run by the Equality Challenge Unit (ECU), which celebrates
good practice in recruiting, retaining and promoting women in STEMM (Science,
Technology, Engineering, Mathematics and Medicine) in higher education.

The Athena SWAN process provides a clear framework through which gender equality
can be measured and improved upon across the institution and particularly within
the STEMM departments. The University’s strategies should lead to higher numbers
of female students in STEMM disciplines, higher levels of female applications for
positions and promotions, resulting in increased numbers of females within STEMM
realising their full career ambitions.

According to figures released by the HEA recently, 31% or almost one third of
professors at UL are female. This compares to a national average of only 19%.

UL is also a key partner, and the only Irish university, in a European collaborative
project called FESTA - Female Empowerment in Science and Technology in Academia.
FESTA is concerned with implementing changes in the working environment of
academic researchers. The project is funded through FP7 and it will run from 2012
to 2017.

It is encouraging that UL is leading in this area but clearly there is much more to be
done. It is in the strategic interest of the University to ensure that all our people are
enabled to achieve their full potential ensuring equality of opportunity for all our
staff and students.

GreenMetric World Universities Rankings

UL came 11th out of 360 participating universities in the GreenMetric Ranking of
World Universities for 2014, and third out of 100 suburban universities worldwide.
The GreenMetric rankings aim to recognise and rank universities in their efforts to
reduce their carbon footprintand move to more sustainable practices. The participating
universities were spread over 62 countries and they were ranked in respect of their
approach to six key areas: Green Statistics, Energy and Climate Change, Waste
Management, Water Usage, Transportation and Education. Much of ULs success can
be attributed to progress made by the Buildings and Estates Department over the last
several years in minimising electricity, gas and water consumption on campus.

Smarter Travel Awards

The University’s Smarter Travel Scheme came first in the Further Education category
of the Road Safety Authority’s Leading Lights in Road Safety Awards. The prize was
awarded in recognition of work carried out to promote road safety to the campus
community. As part of the initiative hundreds of LED lights and thousands of high-
visibility items were handed out on campus to staff and students in the past year.

UL also won the Smarter Travel Cycling Campus of the Year Award, the Smarter
Travel Sustainable Champions of the Year Award and the Students’ Union Award.
These awards celebrated the efforts of the UL community and acknowledged the
support of the Buildings and Estates Department led by Director, Robert Reidy,
Limerick Smarter Travel and the UL Students’ Union to improve road safety on
campus.

Professor Colum Dunne, Director of Research at the Graduate Entry Medical School (GEMS), was awarded the
inaugural Irish Health Services Executive (HSE) Open Access Award. The winning paper by Professor Dunne
and GEMS researcher Shane Knox was ‘Continuous Professional Competence (CPC) for Irish Paramedics and
Advanced Paramedics: A National Study.” The paper will inform the development of new CPC guidelines for
Irish paramedics.

Professor
Davies is the second University of Limerick staff member to be elected. In 2005 Professor Davies, together with
Dr Tara Dalton, formed Stokes Bio Ltd to commercialise their patented UL research work on high throughput
microfluidic polymerase chain reaction (PCR) technology. Stokes Bio raised in excess of US$4m in venture
capital and in 2010 the company was sold to Life Technology Corp for US$44m. The trade sale provided financial

returns to the University which were used to support the development of a new UL Nexus Innovation Centre.

Analog Devices Scholarships

Six students from the Department of Electronic and Computer Engineering were awarded Analog Devices
Scholarships of €7,000 each in November. The awardees were Graham Britchfield, James Ryan, Adrian O
Riordan, Eoin Bolger and Anthony Purcell. Damien O’Brien was also awarded the Hank Krabbe Medal, with an
accompanying grant of €5,000. Established in memory of the founding Managing Director of ADI in Limerick,
the Hank Krabbe Scholarship Fund and Medal have been awarded annually since 2010 to outstanding Electronic
and Computer Engineering students in UL. The awards were established to act as an incentive for young people
who were considering studying engineering. The Scholarships and Hank Krabbe Medal were funded by a gift of
€125,000 made by Analog Devices to UL Foundation.

Marian Dino, a fourth-year Law and Accounting student achieved the highest QCA results in her final year and
was awarded a Holmes O’Malley Sexton Solicitors Scholarship Prize.

Two UL Law Plus students, Colin Higgins and Katie-Alice Murphy, won The Advocate 2015, McCann
FitzGerald’s All-Ireland Business Law Challenge. The challenge is run in association with the Courts Service
and the Northern Ireland Courts and Tribunals Service. They shared a prize fund of €3,000 and a place on the
McCann FitzGerald summer internship programme.

Fiachra McKermott, Journalism student, won the Headline National Student Media Award 2015 for the radio
documentary entitled ‘Midleton: Hope Springs Eternal for the former suicide capital of Ireland’.

Undergraduate Awards

Fiona Malone from the Mechanical, Aeronautical and Biomedical Engineering (MABE) Department won the
2014 Undergraduate Awards (UA) — Engineering & Mechanical Sciences Category. Her project entitled “The
Automated Decellularisation of Ovine and Porcine Biological Tissues: A Preliminary Investigation” was chosen
from over 150 projects submitted this year. UA is a prestigious international academic awards programme which
aims to celebrate and support the world’s brightest and most innovative undergraduate students by recognising
their best coursework and projects.

Second year architecture students Miljan Elcic and Michael Gardiner won joint first prize in the annual
Architectural Association of Ireland Student competition. Entrants were asked to reflect on the problem,
‘Isolation and Ageing in our Society’.

Marian Dino, Law and Accounting and Siobhan Sugrue of Law Plus secured scholarships to undertake legal
internships in China with China Recruitment China Consulting (CRCC) Asia this summer.

James Dyson Award 2015

University of Limerick student Cathal Redmond was awarded the 2015 Irish James Dyson award. Cathal
designed Express Dive, which allows divers to breathe underwater for up to two minutes. Express Dive is smaller,
lighter and cheaper than any scuba system on the market, filling the space between snorkelling and scuba diving.
It comes equipped with a depth alarm and air shutoff to protect the user from diving too deeply and a digital
display to alert the diver of the amount of remaining air. Cathal received €2,500 funding from the James Dyson
Foundation and now proceeds to the international stage of the awards, where he will compete against over 600
students from 20 countries for a prize of €37,500 to help further develop his device. This is the second year in a
row that a UL student has won the award.

Three UL Arts, Humanities and Social Science postgraduates represented the University at the Model European
Union (MEU) hosted by the State University of New York and City College New York, in Manhattan. Anthony
Woods, Mark Walsh and Ruairi O’Donnell, studying Human Rights in Criminal Justice, Sociology and
International Commercial Law, assumed the roles of Poland’s political leadership at the EU Summit simulation.

Third-year Law Plus student Sean Beatty was chosen as this year’s UL School of Law representative on the Los
Angeles Federal District Court 2015 Summer Externship Program. Sean will spend three months in Los Angeles,
dividing his time between the Los Angeles Superior and Federal Courts, working in the judges’ chambers and
participating in the preparation of legal memorandums.

UL Entrance Scholarships

UL has awarded 40 first year students with entrance scholarships for the third year running. The scholarships
were awarded to incoming students, for the Academic Year 2014/15, based on their performance in the
Leaving Certificate determined by their CAO points.

LERO benefits from €245 million
national investment in Science

and Technology

Minister for Jobs, Enterprise and Innovation,
Richard Bruton, TD and Minister for Skills,
Research and Innovation Damien English, TD
announced Government and industry funding
of €245 million for the establishment of five new
world-class Science Foundation Ireland (SFI)
Research Centresin Ireland. Lero, the Irish Software
Engineering Research Centre headquartered at UL,
was among those to be awarded major funding.
Lero brings together leading software teams from
universities and institutes of technology in a co-
ordinated centre of research excellence with a
strong industry focus. Lero has raised the level and
profile of Irish software research and is one of the
best-known and most highly-regarded software
research centres in the world. The funding of €155
million will be delivered through SFI Research
Centres Programme, coupled with €90 million
in direct funding and in-kind contributions from
industry partners. It will support cutting-edge
research in critical and emerging sectors of the
economy, which are key for job creation in Ireland
and will be provided over the next six years (2015-
2020).

In February Richard Bruton TD, Minister for
Jobs, Enterprise and Innovation, and Simon
Coveney TD, Minister for Agriculture, Food and
Marine, announced that UL is to host a new Dairy
Processing Technology Centre (DPTC). DPTC
is a collaboration of eight companies and nine
research organisations. The centre forms part of a
€25 million investment by Enterprise Ireland and
industry which will position Ireland as a world
leader in dairy innovation and help maximise
the long-term growth opportunities created by
an anticipated increase of 50% in the Irish milk
pool by 2020. It will create 52 new jobs for highly-
skilled researchers over its five-year term. The

DPTC Consortium includes Arrabawn Co-op, €1.5 million SFI funding for

Aurivo, Carbery, Dairygold, Glanbia, Kerry and SSPC
Lakeland Dairies and Tipperary Co-op.

In November, Minister for Skills, Research and
Innovation, Damien English TD announced
a new industry-academic collaboration at the
Synthesis and Solid State Pharmaceutical Centre
(SSPC). This research is led by Professor Kieran
Hodnett in conjunction with seven industry
partners and three research organisations as
part of the new Advanced Biopharmaceutical
Technologies research collaboration. Funding of
€1,050,000 will be delivered by the Department
of Jobs through Science Foundation Ireland’s (SFI)
Spokes Programme, coupled with €450,000 in
cash and in in-kind contributions from industry
partners. The project will generate significant
intellectual property for Irish universities and gain
commercial advantage for Irish-based biopharma
companies, with the goal of establishing Ireland as
a global hub for pharmaceutical process innovation
and advanced manufacturing. The SFI Research
Centres, including the SFI Spokes Programme,
help partner scientists and engineers with industry
to address crucial research questions, foster the
development of new and existing Ireland-based
technology companies, attract industry and
expand educational and career opportunities in
science and engineering in Ireland.

Hate Crime Study

In July, the Irish Council for Civil Liberties (ICCL) launched research commissioned from ULs Hate and
Hostility Research Group. ‘Out of the Shadows: Legislating for Hate Crime in Ireland’, is the result of Ireland’s
only cross-sectoral research project dedicated to the reform of Irish hate crime law. It was based on wide-ranging
interviews with victims of hate crime, members of An Garda Siochdna and legal professionals and on a detailed
review of international best practice in tackling hate crime. The report was commissioned by the Irish Council for
Civil Liberties (ICCL), Ireland’s leading independent human rights watchdog. The report was written by Jennifer
Schweppe, School of Law, and Dr Amanda Haynes, Department of Sociology, who were awarded funding of over
€500,000 from the EU DG ]Justice Rights, Equality and Citizenship Programme.

Collaboration across cultures

In May, Lero received a €133,000 research grant to commercialise a training application designed to boost global
collaboration, communications and productivity across culturally-diverse teams. The award for the VENTURE
project was made under Enterprise Ireland’s commercialisation programme co-funded by the European Union
through the European Regional Development Fund. Dr Sarah Beecham leads the project team which includes
Dr John Noll and Dr Helen Kelly-Holmes. The original idea and groundwork for VENTURE came from a
PhD research project conducted by former UL and University Castilla-la Mancha (UCLM) student, Dr Miguel

Monasor.

Connected Health
Enterprise Ireland awarded over €500,000 to the Applied Research for Connected Health Technology Centre led

by Professor Brian Caulfield, UCD. Dr Ita Richardson, CSIS and LERO, is Principal Investigator.

€2.6 million to combat dialysis failure

UL researcher, Dr Michael Walsh is leading a team involved in a €2.6 million European-wide project (ReDVA) to
improve dialysis techniques for the 750,000 Europeans who regularly require the treatment. The most common
form of dialysis is haemodialysis, where three times a week blood is taken from a vascular access site in the arm,
passed through a dialysis machine and returned to the patient. However, these vascular access sites fail in at least
half of patients within the first year leading to revision surgeries and increased risk of infection. This research
is tackling the issues for patients on long-term dialysis and will ultimately improve patient outcomes, reduce
hospital stays and reduce the amount of discomfort for kidney dialysis patients. The project is supported by the
European Union’s Marie Curie IAPP (Industry-Academia Partnership and Pathways) programme.

Kemmy Business School team commissioned to study zero-hour contracts

A research team from the Kemmy Business School (KBS) will carry out the first government study into the
prevalence and impact of zero-hour and low-hour contracts. “The Prevalence of Zero-Hour Contracts among
Irish Employers and Their Impact on Employees’ was commissioned by the Department of Jobs, Enterprise
and Innovation and will examine existing data relating to zero and low-hour contracts. It will generate new
information through a range of methodologies including meeting and speaking to worker representatives and

employers in areas of the economy associated with low-hour contracts.

Centre for Academic Achievement
Dr Stephen Kinsella was awarded €10,000 for the CAA (Centre for Academic Achievement) programme as part

of a Science Foundation Ireland Frontier grant with DCU. He was also awarded €30,000 from Disney for the
CAA for 2014-2016.

Assistive exoskeletons for older adults

Researchers at ULs Design Factors Research Group were awarded €250,000 to develop an exoskeleton to assist
older adults. The research forms part of the AXO-SUIT project, which will run for three years with a budget
nearing €3 million. UL will partner with Cork based MTD Ltd in the design and manufacture of the concept
and the combined project value to the Irish partners is €650,000. The project aims to deliver lower-body, upper-
body and full-body assistive exoskeletons which will support older adults in carrying out their daily tasks and
participating in occupational and social activities. Dr Leonard O’Sullivan, Senior Lecturer in Ergonomics and
Human Factors in the Department of Design and Manufacturing Technology, leads the research at UL, which
is co-funded by Enterprise Ireland and the Ambient Assisted Living (AAL) Programme co-ordinated by Aalborg
University, Denmark.

Stress management fOl‘ Caregiver S

Dr Stephen Gallagher and Brenda O’Connell (PhD student) were awarded $15,000 by the Carolan Research
Institute, USA for a study on stress-management intervention for caregivers entitled ‘Building Resources in
Caregivers: A Randomised Controlled Trial for Benefit Finding’.

Smarter, greener and more sustainable lightbulbs

A UL research team based at the Circuits and Systems Research Centre is taking on the challenge to make light
bulbs smarter, greener and more efficient using digital control. The team has received in excess of €380,000 in
funding from Enterprise Ireland to develop technology that will allow homeowners to control the level, tone and
even colour of light coming from their LED light bulbs. This technology will, in time, even allow homeowners
to control their lighting systems remotely via an app on their mobile phone. The new technology, which will
essentially make LED light bulbs programmable, is set to have a significant impact on the microelectronics
industry, for which the mid-west represents a fast-growing hub of expertise.
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Gender Equality in the EU

UL is leading a project which is supported by the ‘Progress Programme’ of the European Union as part of a suite
of initiatives exploring gender equality in the EU. A team led by Dr Christine Cross secured funding of over
€300,000 from the European Commission for a project entitled ‘Gender Equality in Decision Making (GEDM)’.
The project is being conducted in partnership with IBEC, Cranfield, DELL and University of Edinburgh. The
project’s particular focus is on the impact of HR-related practices - selection, performance management and
advancement - on gender equality in decision making within organisations.

European Space Agency Awards

Lero secured a software-development contract with the European Space Agency (ESA) worth €400,000. The 18
month programme will be led by Lero Director Professor Mike Hinchey. The programme is designed to expand
the toolset available to developers working on the flight software for future European space missions in order
to boost reliability. Lero will collaborate with Swedish chip manufacturer Cobham Gaisler AB on the software
behind specialist microchips to be used in European space missions.

The Irish Centre for Composites Research (IComp) at the Materials and Surface Science Institute (MSSI) was
also awarded €240,000 by the ESA for a new space materials research project entitled ‘Demisable Bio-Composite
Materials’. The 18-month project is led by Dr Walter Stanley, lecturer in the Department of Mechanical,
Biomedical and Aeronautical Engineering and MSSI. The research will develop a new bio-composite material
for space applications within ESA’s Clean Space initiative. IComp’s Demisable Bio-Composite Materials research
will help develop new materials for space applications to further reduce the environmental challenges associated
with space exploration and move toward a life-cycle that is capable of being continued with minimum long-term
effect on the environment.

Voting advice app for by-elections

Web-based voting advice application “WhichCandidate.i¢’, developed by UL researcher Dr Rory Costello and
run in partnership with the Irish Times, is a non-profit site which helps voters to systematically compare election
candidates. All candidates standing in the by-elections for Dublin South-West and Roscommon-South Leitrim
were asked to indicate where they stand on a wide range of issues. Voters could then compare their own views
with those of the candidates to find the best match for their preferences. The UL-developed system will be rolled
out nationally for the next general election.

Intelligence Unit CultureLab Limerick 2020

In collaboration with the Limerick 2020 bid for European Capital of Culture, a group of students and lecturers
from Limerick established an interdisciplinary research station at Ormston House, to explore how culture works
in the city and connects with people’s lives. The CultureLab used design-thinking and brought researchers and
students from diverse disciplines together to research the dynamics of culture in Limerick and its region. The
Intelligence Unit (IU) CultureLab findings will be presented publicly, to allow the team to hear feedback on their
research and ideas. IU CultureLab is led by Grainne Hassett (School of Architecture), Annmarie Ryan (Kemmy
Business School), Stephen Kinsella (Kemmy Business School) and Niamh Nic Ghabhann (Irish World Academy
of Music and Dance). All are voluntarily working with the IU as part of ULs contribution to the Limerick 2020
bid process. The group is supported by faculty members at LSAD, LIT and Mary Immaculate College.

Environmentally-friendly power and energy for stabilisation of Ireland’s grid
In March, Europe’s first grid-connected hybrid flywheel system service facility was officially announced by
Deputy Ged Nash, TD, Minister of State at the Department of Jobs, Enterprise and Innovation. The system is
being developed in collaboration with the Department of Physics and Energy, UL, led by Professor Noel Buckley
and Dr Robert Lynch. The team is focusing on electrochemical batteries for large-scale energy storage and grid
stabilisation. These technologies are becoming increasingly important as a decreasing fraction of electricity is
derived from renewable sources. The Department of Enterprise and Innovation and Irish company Schwungrad
Energie Ltd is behind the initiative. This project is co-funded through Enterprise Ireland and the European
Regional Development Fund. It will include fundamental investigation of battery technology, flywheel-battery
hybridisation and modelling of system services.

Biofuels from sunlight and CO2

A UL research team is investigating renewable ways of generating biofuels by using bacteria to produce ethanol
as a biofuel. Bacteria called Cyanobacteria are undergoing metabolic engineering to get them to make biofuels
from just sunlight and carbon dioxide and small amounts of micronutrients that come from brackish water. The
project is part of an FP7-funded project termed DEMA (Direct Ethanol from Microalgae) which is co-ordinated
by Dr Con Sheahan of the Department of Design and Technology UL. UL is partnering with University of
Cambridge, University of Amsterdam, Imperial College and a number of industrial partners including Photanol
in Amsterdam, A4F and LNEG Portugal and Pervatech in the Netherlands. Dr Con Sheahan’s group at UL is
modelling the life cycle analysis and optimising the design of the overall process.

The Bright Side of Work

Dr Deirdre O’Shea secured funding of over €95,000 from the Irish Research Council (IRC) for her project entitled
“The Bright Side of Work’. The research team comprises Professor M. Gloria Gonzalez-Morales (University of
Guelph), Professor Dr Annekatrin Hoppe (Humboldt University, Berlin), Dr Alexandra Michel (University of
Heidelberg) and Dr Anna Steidle (University of Hohenheim).
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Revolutionising the treatment of back pain

UL researchers are revolutionising the way back pain and other musculoskeletal conditions are understood and
treated. They have identified a holistic approach which ranges from diagnosis and treatment to impacting public
health policy. The team, co-led with the HSE, has established a first-of-its-kind National Musculoskeletal Triage
Initiative across 12 HSE hospitals. So far, this initiative has reduced hospital waiting lists by 22,000 patients.
Attempts in recent decades to treat chronic back pain by treating the back itself through massage, manipulation,
injections and surgery have had only marginal success. The effectiveness of medications to manage symptoms is
similarly underwhelming. Ultimately, this research has had a significant impact on public health through reduced
hospital waiting lists, surgeries and medications and better outcomes for patients.
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Psychological Science Master Classes

The Platform for Psychological Science at UL (PPS-UL) secured funding from the National Forum for the
Enhancement of Teaching and Learning in Higher Education to hold an inaugural series of master classes focusing
on research methods and statistics. The steering committee of PPS-UL includes Dr Eric Igou (Chair, Psychology),
Dr Deirdre O’Shea (Department of Personnel and Employment Relations), Dr Mark Campbell and Dr Tadhg

Architects for a better world
Dr Sheila Killian was a member of a consortium awarded £45,000 from the UK Economic and Social Research
Council for a research seminar series on ‘Architects for a Better World: Business School Responses to the Post
2015 Business Engagement Architecture’.

Support for fathers in prison

Professor Orla Muldoon was awarded €9,500 in Irish Research Council funding to work with the Irish Penal
Reform Trust and the Child Development Initiative. This funding will aid in the development of an intervention
aimed at supporting fathers in prison and their families. She and Dr Patrick Ryan were also awarded a grant from
the Child Development Initiative to evaluate the Families and Imprisonment Parenting Programme.

Future artist maker labs

FabLab Limerick, part of the School of Architecture, together with FabLab Northern Ireland and Ultralab in
Madrid received funding under Creative Europe’s Cooperation Projects Strand for their project entitled ‘Future
Artist-Maker Labs’. Future Artist-Maker Labs will harness the creative power of three leading FabLabs in Derry,
Limerick and Madrid, in an international programme designed to build capacity in the artist-maker sector to
operate internationally and enable mobility of artist-makers and their work.

Travel awards to leading cancer research labs

Catriona Dowling, a third-year-PhD student in the Department of Life Sciences and the Materials and Surface
Science Institute, won travel awards totalling over €7,500 from ACEA Bioscience. This funding allowed her to
attend the American Association for Cancer Research annual meeting, which was held in Philadelphia. She was
also awarded a mobility grant by the Irish Cancer Society, to spend the summer at the University of California,
San Diego, working in one of the world’s leading cancer research laboratories.

Royal Irish Academy Charlemont Award Grants

Three UL researchers have been awarded prestigious 2015 Charlemont Award grants for their research projects.
These grants facilitate short international visits for early career researchers in the sciences, humanities and social
sciences to pursue primary research and/or training. The winners include Dr Brendan Florio, Postdoctoral
researcher at the Mathematics Applications Consortium for Science and Industry (MACSI), at UL; Dr Karol
Mullaney-Dignam, Department of History, Faculty of Arts, Humanities and Social Sciences; and Dr Klaas-Jan
Stol, a postdoctoral researcher with Lero.

Making diagnosis more accurate and less expensive

A research project in UL has enabled identification of minute levels of viruses and bacteria in blood, which could
aid early identification and treatment of life-threatening conditions such as Ebola and HIV. This collaborative
project conducted by Dr Damien Thompson of ULs Department of Physics and Energy and MSSI is titled
‘Nano-electrical Analysis of Single Molecules and Atomic-scale Materials at the Solid/Liquid Interface.” It was
undertaken by Dr Thompson, in collaboration with IMDEA Nanoscience, Madrid and IBM-Zurich. The findings
were published in the October issue of Nature Materials, which is ranked first among primary research journals
in materials science. Dr Thompson’s research was funded by SFI as part of a Starting Investigators Research

Grant and was enabled by high performance computing facilities at the Irish Centre for High-End Computing
(ICHECQ).
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Irish Research Council New Foundations Grants
A number of UL researchers were awarded IRC New Foundations grants:

*  Dr Aoife Neary, who was awarded over €9,000 for her research project entitled ‘Exploring the Implementation
of Policies and Resources Related to Homophobia and Transphobia in Primary Schools’. Dr Neary’s project
was undertaken in partnership with the National Gay and Lesbian Equality Network (GLEN). Dr Neary
was also awarded funding by the National Forum for the Enhancement of Teaching and Learning to organise
a seminar as part of their “Transitions’ 2014/15 series. ‘Queer Transitions: Preparing Students for the
Complexities of Gender and Sexualities in Future Workplaces’ took place in November last year.

* Elaine Kinsella for her project entitled ‘Better Together: A Joined-Up Psychological Approach to Health,
Well-Being and Rehabilitation’. She is working in collaboration with Professor Orla Muldoon, UL, Professor
Donal Fortune, UL and Acquired Brain Injury, Ireland.

*  Dr Richard Kirwan to facilitate the establishment of an interdisciplinary Early Modern Studies centre in
Limerick, between Mary Immaculate College (MIC) and UL. Activities supported include a workshop of UL
and MIC early modernists to set out common research themes and agenda and a symposium on collaborative
research in early modern studies.

*  Dr Michaela Schrage-Frueh, School of Modern Languages and Applied Linguistics, was awarded €3,190.
The funding is for the international/interdisciplinary conference “Women and Ageing: New Cultural and

NATO Scientific Achievement
Award

Dr Kyriakos Kourousis, Senior Lecturer and
Course Director in Aircraft Maintenance and
Airworthiness Engineering, won the NATO
Science and Technology Organisation 2014
Scientific Achievement Award’ for his contribution
to the project ‘Qualification and Structural
Design Guidelines for Military UAVs. The
results generated by Dr Kourousis and the other
team members of the group were directly and
immediately utilised within NATO and NATO
nations. 'Their prototype UAV, for example,
qualified for flight testing under the French
Ministry of Defence and was adopted by the US
Air Force Structural Integrity Program Manager.
The Science and Technology Organisation is the
largest NATO organisation for defence science and
technology, encompassing a network of over 3,000
scientists and engineers who conduct co-operative
research and information exchange across the full
spectrum of defence research. It is the largest such
research group in the world.

Google Rise Award

Lero, the Irish Software Research Centre, was
declared one of the global winners of the 2015
Google RISE Awards. The RISE programme is
designed to support organisations that encourage
girls and underrepresented students to partake in
extracurricular computer science programmes. The
prize fund of $17,000 will be used to promote and
organise computing summer camps at UL, aimed
specifically at female secondary students from the
age of 14 upwards. Lero is supported by Science
Foundation Ireland and specialises in collaborative
software research. Lero has also played a key role
in encouraging primary school children to learn
about computing through its Scratch programme
and led the development of a schools’ course in
computing which is due to be introduced into the
Junior Cycle curriculum.

Pharma Industry Award

The Materials and Surface Science Institute (MSSI)-
based Synthesis and Solid State Pharmaceutical
Centre (SSPC) was awarded the “Partnership
Alliance of the Year’ award at the Pharma Industry
Awards 2014. The award recognised the SSPC
for its outstanding national and international
industry-academia, inter-industry and inter-
academia collaborations between its industry
partners, research performing organisations and
international academic  collaborators  within
the pharmaceutical sector. The SSPC was also
shortlisted for the Overall Pharmaceutical
Excellence Award.

UL Research Excellence Award

Professor David Meagher is recipient of the 2014
University of Limerick Research Excellence Award.
David is Professor of Psychiatry at the University’s
Graduate Entry Medical School and also established
the UL Cognitive Impairment Research Group
(CIRG) which focuses upon cognitive problems
in medically-unwell populations, emphasising
the use of novel technologies in detection and
management. He is an international leader in the
area of delirium research, amongst the top five
published delirium researchers worldwide over the
past five years.

Professor Bashar Nuseibeh won the ACM

Distinguished Service Award. It was presented
in May at the 37th International Conference on
Software Engineering in Florence, Italy.

The Raw Materials KIC has a budget of over €800 million and
focuses on the needs of Europe regarding supply of key materials for the manufacturing and ICT sectors. ULs
research centres, including the Materials and Surface Science Institute, contribute to KIC research activities in the
areas of materials development, composites and process optimisation. UL participates in large-scale projects and
initiatives with KIC partners and hosts one of the larger and more integrated Raw Materials European Innovation
Partnerships focusing on Research and Development in the aluminium and alumina processing space. UL is also a
core contributor to the Ifoster platform assisting involvement of Irish organisations in EU consortia.

Studio to Street Programme

Dr William Lee, Lecturer in Mathematics and

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Our City Our Culture

This is a collaborative initiative driven
by Higher Education Students in University of
Limerick, Limerick Institute of Technology and
Mary Immaculate College and is coordinated by
the Community Liaison Officer at UL, Gabriella
Hanrahan. Its main objective is to profile Limerick
City as a vibrant intercultural student city.

Third annual UL Teddy Bear
Hospital

In March, medical school students at UL hosted
the third annual Teddy Bear Hospital with over
400 of Limerick’s primary school children from
six different schools and their teddy bears. The
aim of the event is to alleviate childhood anxiety
about the medical environment, its procedures
and the professionals that work within it. Over
130 first and second year medical students took
part in the event which saw 10 medical stations set
up in the University Arena focusing on activities
including Triage, Stethoscopes, Vital Signs and
Vaccine Safety, X-ray, Exercise, Surgery/ Gowning,
Asthma, Safety, First Aid, Ear Nose and Throat
and Healthy Eating. The promotion of a healthy
lifestyle and preventative medicine was at the
forefront of this educational and fun event. The
topics covered included the importance of regular
exercise, thorough hand-washing techniques and
a healthy diet. It is also hoped that this initiative
will strengthen the relationship of UL Graduate
Entry Medical School and its students and the
surrounding community.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT

GEMS Partnership for Health
Equity project

The Graduate Entry Medical School’s Partnership
for Health Equity marked its first year in operation
with a visit from the Minister for Education and
Skills Jan O’Sullivan TD. The project, a pilot
primary healthcare clinic for marginalised groups
in Limerick city is run by Dr Patrick O’Donnell
of GEMS. The clinic improves access to primary
healthcare for marginalised groups suchashomeless,
drug users, migrants and others who may have
difficulties in accessing primary care services in the
city. The scheme was established by the Partnership
for Health Equity (PHE), a collaboration of
clinicians, medical educators, social scientists and
healthcare policy makers and planners. The PHE
is co-funded by UL and is linked to the work of
Professor Anne MacFarlane of GEMS, the North
Dublin City General Practice Training Programme
and the HSE (Social Inclusion and Primary Care
Services). The clinic has served over 200 patients
over the last 12 months, concentrating on people
living in homelessness and/or with drug addiction.

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After school courses for primary pupils

Primary school children aged between 10 and 12 years from areas with traditionally low college attendance rates
participated in courses run by the Centre for Academic Achievement (CAA) at the Kemmy Business School
(KBS). The CAA provides academic after-school courses in subjects such as forensic science, medicine, volcanoes
and earthquakes, and cartoons and illustrations. The project aims to encourage students to fulfil their potential
and continue in education, many of whom would not have considered university as an option for their future.
The programme is run by the Department of Economics at the Kemmy Business School, in conjunction with the
Centre for Talented Youth Ireland at Dublin City University, and is supported by the Walt Disney Corporation.

Conference on Managing Projects in the Non-Profit Sector

The Kemmy Business School’s Centre for Project Management hosted its first International Conference on
Managing Projects in the Non-Profit Sector. The conference theme, ‘Delivering Social Good’, brought together
academic and practitioner perspectives to discuss the challenges and opportunities faced by the non-profit sector.
Key objectives of the conference were to develop a network of project management practitioners and academics
working in the sector, to explore how cross-sectoral collaborations can help non-profit organisations achieve their
objectives and to develop opportunities for future collaboration between practitioners and academics.

National Crystal Growing Competition

This year, the Synthesis and Solid State Pharmaceutical Centre (SSPC) held its first SSPC National Crystal-
Growing Competition. The competition was open to primary and post primary schoolchildren from across
Ireland. Elements such as definition of the crystal faces and the clarity and size of the crystal were considered in the
judging process, important factors in controlling crystal growth when making medicines. The crystals submitted
to the SSPC National Crystal Growing Competition will be kept on public display at SSPC headquarters at UL.

Design @UL Showcase

As part of 2015 Irish Year of Design, the Design@UL Graduate Showcase was launched in May to highlight
ULs contribution to the Irish design industry. The exhibition featured the final-year work of future graduates
of Architecture, Product Design and Technology, Digital Media Design, Civil Engineering and Technology
Education. The work was on show over two floors of FabLab and a number of vacant retail units along Rutland
Street in Limerick City. The multi-media exhibit included drawings, prototypes, models, visualisations,
projections, photographs, applications, texts and sketchbooks.

Pint of Science

During the year, UL got involved in the Pint of Science events which are already in operation in 50 cities in eight
countries worldwide. The aim of Pint of Science is to deliver science talks in a fun, engaging and approachable
way, inviting people to sit back, drink, listen and engage with the scientist presenting ... over a pint. The Lock
Bar and the White House Bar in the centre of Limerick City were the venues for Limerick’s Pint of Science
event. Limerick’s event was organised by UL with University lecturers and researchers taking centre stage with
talks covering Health, Environment and Technology on topics including Computers dreaming of electric music,
Brains R Us, Health’s contribution to the health of the Irish economy, Bringing Maths Eyes to the masses and
Flying to the moon. Following the talk, a question and answer panel discussion was opened to the floor. The
Limerick Pint of Science is organised and sponsored by ULs Faculty of Education and Health Science, Faculty of
Science and Engineering, Lero, SSPC, MSSI, MACSI and IComp.

Open House Limerick

School of Architecture faculty members Declan Feeney and Morgan Flynn, together with local architects Senan
Killeen, Niki McMahon and Eleanor Moloney, presented two projects in ‘Open House Limerick’ in October.
The first, entitled ‘Mortuary Mosaic’, consisted of highly-detailed drawings showing the elaborate internal mosaic
decoration of the Gothic revival mortuary chapel in Mount St Lawrence Cemetery, Limerick City. The second
project, ‘Beta-Block’, was a 1:50 scale model of one block of the Georgian Newtown Pery area of Limerick
City, which described a variety of typical streets, house-types and mews lanes and was intended to provoke a
conversation and eventual consensus on how this 18th-century architectural conservation area can be adapted
and redeveloped into the 21st century.

International students honoured

The International Education Division at UL honoured the academic achievements of their international students
at a ceremony held in May. Over 100 international students, including students from Brazil, Canada, China,
India and USA, were honoured at the event and presented with scholarships, including the Faculty of Education
and Health Sciences scholarships, Kemmy Business School scholarships, Faculty of Science and Engineering
scholarships and Study Abroad Progression scholarships. Three students were presented with Government of
Ireland International Scholarships, which entitles students who have gained a place on a one-year Taught Masters
Programme to a full-fee waiver and a stipend of €10,000 to cover living expenses.

European Commission Clean Sky 2

In December, Materials and Surface Science Institute (MSSI) member, Dr Trevor Young, Department of
Mechanical, Aeronautical and Biomedical Engineering, was appointed to the Scientific Committee of the
European Commission’s Clean Sky 2 Joint Undertaking (CSJU) research programme. Clean Sky 2 is the largest
and most ambitious aeronautical research programme to be undertaken in Europe. The programme has a budget of
almost €4 billion (2014 to 2024) and was set up by the European Commission (EC) to reduce the environmental
impact of aviation, in particular emissions and noise. Dr Young has been involved in European aerospace research
for almost 20 years. Dr Young also received the Irish Aviation Industry Award for research excellence, on behalf of
aeronautical engineering researchers at UL, which was sponsored by the Irish Aviation Authority (IAA).
