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EYE AND EYESIGHT TESTING POLICY

EYE AND EYESIGHT TESTING POLICY
The University of Limerick is committed to the provision of eye and eyesight testing for employees who are VDU users.

SCOPE

This procedure applies to all permanent and contract employees who use VDU’s for a significant part of the working day.  This is defined by the Health and Safety Authority as use of VDU’s for continuous periods of more than one hour per day.

An arrangement has been put in place with Specsavers and Castletroy Park Opticians for the provision of this service.

PROCEDURE

Staff who use VDU’s for a significant part of the working day may contact the Compensation & Benefits Office, HR Division and request a Specsavers or Castletroy Park Opticians VDU Eye care voucher.

Once you receive your voucher you may book your eye examination with your chosen Optician store. When you arrive for your eye examination present your voucher to the store staff.

The VDU voucher, when presented at the chosen Optician store entitles employees to a full eye examination and a €59 allowance towards single vision CR39 spectacles if required for VDU use.

Unless guided by the clinical judgement of an Optometrist or Doctor, vouchers for re-testing will only be issued after two years.  This will not be done automatically, but only after the employee has requested a further test.  Anyone not following the above procedure will not be entitled to reimbursement for any costs they may have incurred from undergoing an eye test or purchasing spectacles.

Where an employee is found to require corrective lenses (or an alteration of existing lenses) for VDU work, the basic cost (€59) will be borne by the University.  If other than the basic frames are requested by the employee all additional costs resulting from this must be borne by the user.  If the Optometrist determines that the employee requires spectacles for normal day-to-day use, the University will not cover this cost and staff must make their own arrangements for these and will be responsible for the full cost.
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
