Fare
The normal fare to travel by bus in Taipei is NT15 per ride, but if you pay by
EasyCard as a registered student, it only costs NT 12 per ride.

Way to pay the fare

Payment on buses in Taipei is a bit tricky. You can pay by either coins (exact
change) or EasyCard. However, you have to notice the red sign above the drivers’
seat when boarding, which indicates UP or DOWN. The Chinese character UP
means you pay when you get on. The character DOWN indicates that you pay when
disembarking.

Step3- Take responsibility of your own bike and place the bike on the
rack while it is not in used. Please prepare your own lock in case of loss or
theft.
Step4- Return your bike at 12-1 pm on Wednesday. Users who fail to
return the bikes on time(max: twice) will lose their right to rent bikes for
the respective semester.

YouBike

The YouBike station around NCCU is opposite to Wellcome Supermarket.
Step1- Step 1- Use your EasyCard to authorize you as a YouBike member
and to rent a bike. You can register at any station.
Step2- Before selecting a bike, please check the tire pressure, brakes and
lights to confirm they are functioning properly. In case of malfunctions,
please turn the seat around and select another vehicle. If the vehicle is
functioning properly, then use a registered card on the sensor pad on
the dock to confirm your rental.
Step3- Check the indicator light. When the green indicator light starts
blinking and emits a beeping sound, you can then retrieve the vehicle.
