Courses on Bachelor’'s and/or Master’s level available for incoming exchange students?

Bachelor’s:
in order to enter an exchange programme at Utrecht University, students will need to have obtained at least
one year of full-time study (e.g. 60 EC).

Master’s:
depending on student’s academic level, prerequisites and approval (differs per department).

Biology:
An exchange programme at the Department of Biology should include a research project. With the supervisor of
your research project in Utrecht you can discuss the possibilities to do one or more courses.

Mathematics:
You may also join courses of the national Mastermath programme. Please check the following website:
elo.mastermath.nl. Courses may be taught at different universities - so extra travelling may be involved!

Please note that the following courses outside Utrecht University are not possible:

+ Stochastic and Financial Mathematics (SFM) programme, if not being part of the mastermath programme or
at Uuu

+ Industrial and Applied Mathematics (IAM) programme

+ Experimental Physics when taught outside the UU

+ Theoretical Physics when taught outside the UU
