• TOEFL, Internet based. Minimum score: 83. Institutional scores 
are not accepted. The TOEFL institution code for Utrecht 
University is 9062.  

• Cambridge Certificates: Advanced English or Proficiency in 
English, minimum score C.   

• CEFR: minimum level B2
