Liz O Donnell was born in Dublin; educated in Limerick’s Salesian Convent and at Trinity College Dublin Law School.

Liz was first elected to Dail Eireann in 1992. She served as Progressive Democrats TD for Dublin South for fifteen years. During that time she served as Minister Of State at the Department of Foreign Affairs (1997 -2002) and was on the Irish Government team in the multi- party talks leading to the Good Friday Agreement in 1998 . Liz was also Minister of State with responsibility for the Irish Aid programme and Human Rights and oversaw a significant increase of the Irish aid budget.
Liz served on the Foreign Affairs Committee, British Irish Parliamentary Body, the Committee of Procedure and Privileges and was a member of the Commission of the Houses of the Oireachtas.
She was Deputy Leader of the Progressive Democrats. when she retired from politics in 2007.

After politics, she worked in journalism, broadcasting and public affairs consultancy.
 She was appointed by the Government Chairperson of the Road Safety Authority in 2014 a position she still retains.
For three years until 2020 Liz held a leadership role as Policy Communications and Gov. Affairs Director with MSD (Human Health) Ireland, the global healthcare company.
 Liz is a longtime Director of Chernobyl Children International. She is also Chair of the Irish Emergency Alliance, which is an alliance of Irish relief agencies to respond to international humanitarian disasters.
In April 2023, on the 25th Anniversary of the Good Friday Agreement at Queen’s University, she was awarded the Chancellor’s award for Civic leadership by Chancellor Hillary Clinton . 
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
